 As most parishioners should know, for some years we have been 

talking about what to do about the chapel, which is in bad physical 

shape.  For some time it has been clear that repairing it was not 

practical.  There was considerable thought of tearing it down and 

rebuilding.  Even a cursory look at parish finances has convinced 

the Finance Commission members and myself, as pastor, that 

rebuilding is at least not something we would want to do in the 

foreseeable future.  The chapel gets too little use to expend the 

amount of money it would take to rebuild.  We are going to have 

other capital needs which are more pressing than building a new 

chapel.  For example, we are gradually replacing all the exterior 

shingles at considerable cost. Meanwhile, we have a very 

competitive bid to tear down the existing chapel, a symptom of the 

slow-down in construction projects state-wide.  Doing so will save 

us a fair amount of money this winter, since the chapel is not 

insulated and a significant heat-loss.  Money that had been 

collected for a chapel fund several years ago is adequate to pay for 

the demolition and then closing off that end of the building and 

making space for the reservation of the Eucharist. If at some future 

date the parish were to have the desire and the resources to build a 

chapel, we could do that even if we tear down the old one now.  In 

fact, this would be the first necessary step anyway.  We expect the 

demolition to take place sometime around the end of August and 

the beginning of September.  – Msgr. Michael Henchal
